Dear Patriotic Friend,

The NATO Training Mission — Afghanistan/Combined Security Transition Command - Afghanistan
(CSTC-A) would like to extend our sincere appreciation for your recent donation. Your donation of
clothing, toys, and school supplies are given to the local Afghans. The toiletries, food, and books are
given to military personnel at forward operating bases.

On average we complete a minimum of 3 humanitarian missions per month. Our missions have
included the Kabul Orthopedic Clinic which fits Afghans with prosthetics and provides free
rehabilitation to more than 10,000 disabled patients a year, the Indira Ghandi Children’s Hospital,
Zabuli Education Center for Girls & Women, MIRMUN girl's orphanage, and numerous refugee
camps for the Hazarah and Kuchie tribes. Most of the refugees live in mud huts, tents or buildings
made of rubble and ruins. During any one visit we can serve as few as 10 families to as many as
230. Each family receives several large plastic bags filled with clothing, socks, shoes, hats, gloves,
blankets, bags of rice, beans, and lentils. During the winter months the families receive a bag of coal
for heating along with food supplies.

It is your generous donations that make these trips possible. The donations given to the Afghans
were from Americans just like you. As you can see from the pictures, our trips put smiles on their
faces.

We refer to this as winning the hearts and minds of the Afghan people.

If you would like to make additional donations please send new and gently used items including
conservative clothing for men, women, children, and infants, socks, shoes, winter coats, hats,
gloves, blankets, school supplies, bags of rice, beans or lentils and toys...lots of toys. We are
prohibited from giving the Afghans religious items or anything requiring batteries or electricity.

The U.S. Postal Service now offers a larger flat-rate box with a military discount for those mailing to
APO and FPO addresses. Regardless of how much they weigh, the boxes will cost $12.95 to mail
for the general public, and $10.95 if mailed to an APO or FPO address.
